· Is there a possibility of a sickness outbreak (communicable disease)? Is this caused by a lack or contamination of drinking water?
Shelter & Protection
· What is the damage to main dwellings? 
· Which buildings are being used for shelters? W
· Have outhouses been damaged?
Water, Sanitation and Hygiene
· Are water sources drinkable? Have they been contaminated? Is there enough water?
· Is there need for water assistance? Is water being delivered?
· Are there any sanitation issues due to a lack of clean water? 
Food Security
· Which crops have been damaged?
· What is the extent of the damage?
· Is there food insecurity?
· Has food been distributed? By whom? When?
Infrastructure
· Is there any reported damage to schools, dispensaries, community halls, churches?
· What is the level of damage?
· Are powerlines affected?
Logistics

· How can you access the different islands? Are they easy to access?

· Have any trees blocked roads?

· Do the islands have ports? Are the tides low or the currents strong? Will these cause delays in unloading relief assistance?

· What boats are available for response?

Education
· Are schools damaged?

· Where are the damaged schools?
· Are there ongoing assessments?
Responses
· Has the State Disaster Coordinating Team deployed a team to do assessments?

· Have the Community Leaders submitted an IDA?

· Are there any teams completing a Joint Damage Assessment?

· Is there immediate relief assistance? Has a Response Team been deployed?
